Two of the three equestrian disciplines, Dressage and
Endurance, have already crowned their Champions for this
year.

DESCRIPTION

A jumping competition is one in which the combination of horse and competitor is
tested under various conditions over a course of obstacles.If a competitor makes
certain faults, such as knocking down an obstacle, refusing, exceeding the time
allowed etc, he incurs penalties. The winner of the competition is the competitor
who incurs the fewest penalties, completes the course in the fastest time or gains
the highest number of points, depending on the type of competition.

RULES

The start: Once the bell has been rung, the competitor must cross the starting line
within 45 seconds. Disobediences, falls etc occurring between the signal to start
and the moment a competitor crosses the starting line in the correct direction
are not penalized. After the 45 seconds has passed the competitor's time for the
round starts whether or not he has crossed the starting line.

A disobedience is:

1. a refusal with or without a knock-down.

2. arun-out at the obstacle which is being attempted.

3. a resistance resulting in the horse refusing to go forward.

4. a circle no matter where it occurs on the course.

REFUSALS

1. If there is no knock-down, the competitor attempts to jump the obstacle again
without the bell being rung (i.e. his time is not interrupted).

2. If there is a refusal with a knock-down, the bell is rung and the time is interrupted
so that the obstacle can be rebuilt. 6 seconds of time penalty are added to the
competitor’s total time. When the obstacle has been rebuilt the competitor
must not attempt to jump until the bell has been rung.

Eliminations occur for:

1. taking more than 45 seconds to jump the first obstacle after the time for the
round has started, except in the case of unforeseen circumstances.

2. a horse leaving the arena prior to starting (without the ground jury’s permission)
or before the end of the round.

3. omitting a compulsory turning point or compulsory track indicated on the
course plan by a continuous line.

4. starting before the signal is given and jumping the first obstacle, jumping an
obstacle in the wrong order or jumping an obstacle which does not form part
of the course.

5. jumping or attempting to jump an obstacle which has been knocked down
before it has been rebuilt or before the bell has been rung.

Calculation of Penalties

TABLE A

1. First disobedience 4 penalty points

2. Obstacle knocked down while jumping 4 penalty points or a foot in the
water-jump

3. Second disobedience elimination

4. Fall of rider or horse or both elimination

5. Exceeding the time allowed for the 1 penalty point for course every 1second
commenced

Exceeding the time allowed for a 1 penalty point for jump-off each second or

fraction of a second

TABLE C

Faults under table C are penalized in seconds, which are added to the time taken

by the competitor to complete his round or by elimination.

1. For each obstacle knocked down 4 seconds (3seconds for a 2-phase or a
foot in the water-jump competition, knock-out competition or any jump-off
under Table C).

2. First disobedience no penalty

3. Second disobedience elimination

4. Exceeding the time limit (3 minutes elimination for a course over 600
